Our company undertook a temporary test to sell mobile devices.  We had 4 models for sale, and did a total of 10 
mobile device sales.  The overhead involved with the mobile device sales was far too much to warrant furthering the 
program.  We ceased selling phones in October 2015.  We did our best to appropriately answer these questions. We 
are a 15 employee startup operating as an MVNO and tried out selling mobile devices to our customers.
