Dear Mr. Chairman:


This letter constitutes the National Coordination Committee’s third quarterly report to the FCC as required by Paragraph C of the NCC Charter.  As provided in that paragraph, this letter is an update to the NCC’s First Report to the FCC submitted on August 25, 1999 (First Report) and the NCC’s Second Quarterly Report submitted on November 26, 1999 (Second Report).


I am pleased to report that, today, the NCC is submitting under separate cover the document Public Safety National Coordination Committee Recommendations to

the Federal Communications Commission For Technical and Operational Standards For Use Of the 764-776 MHz and 794-806 MHz Public Safety Band Pending Development of Final Rules. That document is responsive to the requirement in paragraph B(4) of the NCC Charter that the NCC should provide the Commission with recommendations that, when adopted by the Commission, will permit the public safety community to begin immediate use of the interoperability channels in the 700 MHz public safety spectrum.  The document also contains, pursuant to paragraph B(3) of the NCC Charter, the NCC’s recommendation on whether trunking should be required on the interoperability channels.


The studies, meetings and exchanges of information necessary to develop the recommendations in the referenced document have constituted the principal focus of the NCC during the last quarter.  This effort was undertaken by a corps of volunteer experts who dedicated extensive amounts of their time in service to the NCC’s working groups, subcommittees and steering committee. During the past quarter the NCC has also considered matters related to implementation of 700 MHz interoperability systems, with particular attention paid to recommended procedures for the Regional Planning Committees that are responsible for technical administration of interoperability channels.  The NCC is in the process of developing a work plan for the committee’s second year of operation. That work plan will address itself to such matters as network integration, interference to and from television stations, receiver standards and wideband data transmission.

 
I am gratified by the work of the NCC members to date and fully expect that their efforts will continue during the second year of the NCC’s existence.  I will report on their progress in the next quarterly update on June 25, 2000.
